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Grant Guidelines and Procedures

General Project Guidelines

The AHEPA Educational Foundation (AEF) will make grant money available to individuals and/or
non-profit organizational groups for projects, which support the goals of the Foundation. The AEF
will not fund teacher salaries, stipends, or any programs/training initiatives that are fully funded by
other agencies.

The AEF should establish an annual budget for grants in aid based on a formal
application/verification process from individual educational institutions and qualified, non-profit
educational/cultural programs. These projects must advance the study of Hellenism, Hellenic
Culture and/or the Greek-American community.

Applicant Eligibility

Eligible Grantees are individuals or organizations that can offer projects to promote the goals of the
Educational Foundation.

Funding Procedures

Grants to individuals and/or non-profit organizations will be limited to a $3,000 amount. All
continuing grants will be limited to a maximum of two years and a total of $5,000. All monies must
be used for the purposes detailed in the application. Projects may be funded in part or in full. Grants
may be disbursed in installments at the discretion of the AHEPA Educational Foundation.

Obligations of the Grantee

Monies must be used for the purposes detailed in the application and during the project’s stated time
schedule. The applicant assumes responsibility for all expenses and liabilities associated with the
project. The applicant must insure that the project complies with all appropriate rules and
regulations of the City, State or Federal laws prior to submission of the application. The applicant
will provide the AEF with an “End of Project” report, critiquing all pertinent aspects (e.g., ‘what
went well’, ‘what didn’t go well’ and ‘what would be done differently next time’).



Deadline for Grants

Applications for all grants must be submitted in writing by the first of June eachye¥srepa
National Headquarters. Any grant with a postmark after this date, will be returned to the submitting
party, unopened. The AEF will announce its awards on/or before December 15 of the submitting

year.

Awarding Procedures

Evaluation and awarding of grants will be done solely by the members of the Educational
Foundation. Projects will be reviewed by the members and evaluated on a competitive basis. Only
AEF members will make final awarding of grants.
